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The nose had hickory-smoked mackerel and smoky bacon crisps, a touch of tar, a hint of
hospital, cut grass, stir-fried pak choi with soy, prawn crackers, barbecued ribs, leather,

toffee apple and pepper. With water we got wood smoke drifting over swimming pools and mixed
Mediterranean herbs. The unreduced palate - intense and lip-smacking, made us sit up, with

its smoke, hot coals and seared peppered steak - also black olives, oak tannins and big

sweetness to balance it up. In reduction it took us back to the barbeque - lemon squeezed

over salty grilled prawns. The distillery is the pride of Kennethmont.
