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The aromas neat were a spicy and sweet heady combination of nuts, honey, citrus, vanilla and
coconut all sandwiched between crispy filo layers like a classic baklava, as well as apple

pie waffles with maple Bourbon caramel sauce. The taste was that of spicy cinnamon roasted
almonds and Ricotta honey crepes with a hint of hot buttered rye bread. Water brought out
more sweetness; Madagascan vanilla pods, Danish cinnamon snails and the spiciness was that of
sweet red pepper. The flavours offered the pleasant welcoming, sweet heat of homemade
pepperoni pizza, spiced naan bread or a mezze platter.
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
